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2XEX | As the forthconing Federal elections draw
nearer, a mounting barrage of progmises and criticism is
being heard from the various candidates contesting this
boll. Yet amid all this noise one fact remains clear - thst
the choice you iake on November 22 may be the nost vital
one in the history of Australia. IFor ,ou are faced with
the necessity of meking a clear uistinction between the
present government, on the one hand, and the Australian
Labor Party on the other, A vote for any of the non-Labor
prrties in this election is a vote of confidence in a
government which has k&g shown itself so little concerned
with the opinions of the electors that it uas bothered
neither to give account of its stewardship in the past
nor to outline any plan for its conduct in the future.
To vote for this government is to vote for one psrty rule
in Australia,

We all know that no party is perfect, but
the essence of parliamentary democracy is that every
three years the party in power must come before the
people for a renewal of its mandate to govern. 1f it
fails to face this election honestly, and relies »n smearing,
its op-onente, it is m¥xXAXRXXXKE undermining the very
foundation of democracy, and, unless the people of
Australia are awske to this danger, we will follow France
into dictatorship.

The question of Communisu is not an issue
at this election. Any fair-minded person will recognise
"that all the major pcrties are opooseua to the principles
of tetalitarian Communism, which robs the people of their
most fundemental humen rights, which warps the ainus of its
followers, anu which is responsible for xke& some of the
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the most brut.l acts by :ny government in modern history.
But, just as the Com unists .re willing to use hatrea of
Nezica and Fascism to attain power for theuselves, S0 are
some rascist groups willing to use the fear of Communism t
attain their own enus. One such group was led by the late
Senator McCarthy in America, and similar groups B exist
under various disguises in Australia. These are the people
who would prevent zny expression of radical views in case
they might co-incide with the views of the Com.unists. These
are the people who would stop any communication with one half
of the world because its rulers are Comuwunicsts. These are
the people who would substitute guns for words, and destroy
civilization with nuclear weapons in order to destroy this
particuler enemy. There minds are so warped by fear thet
they can no longer see the logical consequence of their
actions, and they honestly believe that they are dfending
agemocracy when in fact they are white-anting its very
foundations. Only your vote at the polls can destroy their
influence.

The %=x Australian Labor Yarty believes that Communism
is an idea which can only be fought by advocating a better
idea. Communism o?erseas must be fought by proving that
democracy works better than any other form of govermment.
The Labor party believes that the main principle of our
foreign policy should be to aid those countries which are
trying to make demogracy work. We believe that this aid must
be given on a large enough scale to be really effetive, and
must go far beyond the merely token contributions of our
present Columbo plan.

PrExAxkX® Dr. Svatt, as a member of the A.L.Y.,
introduced the first legislation in the Federal Perlizment
for secret ballots in the unions.

Dr. Evatt led the attack in the U.N.
ageinst the Hungarian government for the trial offi Cardinal
Mindzenty. But the Australian Labor rarty is
constructively ant-Communist. It fodlws the principles of
the late Ben Chifley, who warned us that "you must not
be frightened znd made to get over to the right because of
the whispered word "Communist." The Australi=zn Labor Party

is constructively anti-Communist.



Labor's plan for the fomily nes been generslly welcomed.

Labor's plan for social welfare has been generally welcomed,
even in the Liberal press. The Melbourne derald regretted
that the Liberal policy did not make any simitar provision
for pensioners. The Sydney sun szid that the "Labor party
is planning for &n expanded ecomomy, the Menzies Government,
with its heavy restrictions on spending, has planned for
a stetic or even a contracting one." But in many quarters
the suggestion has been made tnat labor cannot find the
money for its plan, or that, even if it can, it would create
gakxg further inflation,

Yet the "Financial Review," another conservative
publication, said on the 28tH. of October, that "Labor's
plans present few signs of irresponsible inflation. lndeed,
for the priva:te zEzdk sector of the economy, they appear
to give more hope of a renewal of expansion thean zEmyxkRImx
what has so far emerged from the Menzies Government.*

I would like to draw your attention to the words
"For the private sector of the economy." Labot is presenting
no wildly socialist view, it is presenting a plan whicn
will benefit every section of the comcunity.

Before turning to the question of where Lebor will
find the money, I would like to point out that Lzbor's policy
of social services will, in most cases, merely restore their
velue to whaet it was before the Menzies government took office.
1f the country could afford kx at that time to pay adecuate
child endowment and reasonsble pensions, if can afford to
do so agein. For, while the pension has remained virtually
stetionery, the price of flour has trebled, of .ilk,

Baxkx eggs, butter, tea, bread, 2nd me=t, doubled or more.
Jucstice demands thst socisl services be increased also.

It has been suggested thet the Labor party is making
a political football out of pensions, or offering a bribe
to the electors mercly in hoping for the reward of power,

but our policy is nothing of the sort. The Australian Labor ar
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has alweys stood for the principles of social Jjustice, end
its present policy is based purely on an exsmunation of the
problems of the community todey, end a determinstion to
remedy injustice vhere it exists. In dopins tris, it is merely
following the intentions of its founders, who drez=nt of the
day when Austrelis vwould shov the world = modeél ol sucisl
velfare. At one tine we did lezd the world in such uessures
as pensions, cnild wellare, oiid sociael security, but today
we have fallen far behind suct progressive countries as Ex
Denmark, SWBABAIXFEXGEIXBXYXEAXAY or the other Scondinavian
countries.

Australis's greztest problem today is that we have idle
resources and idle hands. To brinz the two together, money
is recuired. But this money is not forthcoming, ond thne
economy is shrinking. The number of house: being built eagh
year is shrinking. The number of men employed has reacined
stationery =t less than one znd a holf million. In fact, between
1956 &nd 1958 the number actuslly fell by more than eight
thousand, although during this time the demand for jobs from
migrants and boys leaving schovl has been continually increasing.
Unemployment now stand at 68,000 registered, and many more
not eligible for benefits. During the last three years the
number of men actually receiving unemployment benefits hes
increased by 20,000 a year. This stagnant economy can only
be revived by restoring the purchasing power of the community,
and this is wnat Labor's policy will do.

The rezson the present government cannot find the money
for these services is that it is being spent on public works
which should be paid for out of loan funds. But the government
has destroyed the loan market, so that, even when it offers
extravagantly inflated interest rates, it ceniot fill the
Loan Council's allocation without using money filched froa
the taxpayer.

This is beczuse the samll investor has lost confidcnce
in the loan market, and the big investor has found ﬁ&?fﬁvre'
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a far more profitable field for investment in hire purchecse.
The constant rise in the interest rate has reduced the
capitaz value of the older loan issues, and the galloping
inflation which arose from the lifting of 211 controls on
the economy has halved the purchzsing power of the bonds
2t maturity. The result is that this year the government
ex ects to reise only £35,000,000 from public loans,
compared with 100,000,000 in the last year of the Chifley
government, when prices and income were only hslf their
present level,.

The Labor party policy will rectore Justice and
prosperity to the comwunity, and so pay for itself. A
restoration of the loan market will divert taxation to pay
for these essential social services. DIn the interim, the
gap will be filled by sounder budgetary principles, an
elimination of wasteful spending, and treasury loans, which
are at present being wrorgdy used by the Liberal government
to finance norwal administraztion.

The Australian Labor Party is the only party which
is in a position to carry out a policy to restore
Australia's economy, to restore the purchasing power of
the community, and to restore justice to pensioners and
*IENXE others who have suffered under the MEmzikzgx inflation.

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Some ignorant eneaies of Labor have been accusing
the Australian Lebot party of opposition to migration.

This is, of course, nonsense to anyone who realises thect
the whole pos-war immigration scheme was a Labor idea,
introduced under the guidance of the present Deputy
Leader of the Opposition, Mr. Calwell. This is the policy
wnich has been carried on by the Liberal govermment, but
with some significant differences.

Labor has never believed that an im.igr:tion policy is
just a matter of carting people across fromn their homelands
and expecting them to make good in their new country. We
Belkdve that if imuigrants are to become hippy members of
our community, we must go out of our way to help them to
settle in. While Labor was in office, howmes were built
before tne emigrants left LEngland. Today, far fewer migrants
are even leaving lngland, and the number coaming from Euﬂvgl
Burope has dwindled, because the new arrivals have found
that Australia offers tnem little practical welco.e. An
immigration problem cannot be run without a buoyant
ecoé@y, which makes adequate provision for houses, schools,
jobs, hospitals, and social services for both old and
new citizens.

This burden the Commonwealth has hitherto left
entirely to the states. No provision has been made for any
finencial assistance to them in thei problems which rave

been brought on thea by Commonwealtn policy. As = result,

" schools are %X%&&&%Eggé nospitals inadecuate, houses

unobtainable. 1he migrants, instead of bein, given an honoum-
able plasce in the communiyy, have been used to create an
unemployment pool in the country. they have often been

looked on as chief labour, and = number of cases have been
brought to our notice where tney have not been given the

justice to which every human being is eatitled. Unless the
nunber of jobs in this coomunity is increased beyond the

figure at which it has been stationery since wmay, 1956, this
situation will continue, and further cuts may have to be mzde
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in the immigration programme, to the detriment of the
whole nation,

The Liberal party and its allies have attempted to
misle~d many New Australians into believing that the
democratic socialism of the Australian Labor Party is not
social democracy as it is known in Furope. In fact,
the A.i.7. 1s a member of the Congress of Social
Democratic Parties which is attended by social democratic
parties throughout the world, including XREXZXIRXGEEFIAK
Brriaxmyxkkakyxy the British Labor Party, the Italian and

German Social Democratic rartyes, and the Hungarian Social
Democratic Party in exile.

It is on the basis of these social democratic
principles that the immigration policy of the Australian
Labor Party is based. e believe that the migramb must be
treated not just as an economic unit, but as a person
who reauires a home, an interesting and worthwhile
job, =dequate pay, educatian for his children, andthe
time and opportunity to mix with his fellow worxers. de
cannot do this if he has to work day and nignt for the
bare necessities of 1life. Too many of our migrants hsve
had to sacrifice xR® normel social life while they have
slaved to establish themselves financizlly. This has «
delayed their assimilation into our community, and
helped to create the problem of different national groups,
who keep their native way of life to themselves instezd
of sharing it to our benefit.

The nuestion of educ&tion is vital in the oroblem
of migration. Unless we can provide adecuate schooling
for tnese children the whole progrss to build a new
nation is doomed to failure. Yet the provision of schools
is left entirely to the states, whose economic positicn
has steadily declined in the years of liberal adm.nistration
Instead of being independent and sovereign bodies they

cre now beggzars at the Commonweslth's rich teble, and are
quite unable to provide the schocling and other facilities
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which have been made necesssry by the Commonwealth's
migr=tion policies.

Austrzlis has a great heritage, whicr it must
develope not only in its own interests, but in the
interests of the world at large. The tiae is past when
we can aliow bheg¢ resources of a country to be plundered
in the interests of provate sseculators. wWe necd a national
plan to provide the basic public works for development, and
to care for the people who make this development possible.
Both state ~nd federal governments must play their proper
perts in this plan, and to do this they must both be in
a herlthy economic stite. Labor will provide the lead
in reviewing their present financial relstionships so that
they may recover the full equality and dignity envisa. ed
at federation.

In this plan for development we need as many aigrants
as we can obtain. we need a migr.nt intake not frou any
particular country or group of countries, but fron all the
n=tions of kuro:, so that we may share in their rich
variety of culture. But they must come to a country prepared
to receive them, a country with the buoyant econonay only
Lebor can give.

On wovember 22, remember thﬁt there is o>nly one
alternative to the present governaent - an Australian
Labor Party Goverhment.
